

The Kalamazoo Bicycle Club periodically awards grants to help fund bicycling-related projects in the community. If you, as an organization or an individual, are interested in pursuing a grant, please read the conditions and instructions below, fill out the Grant Form and submit it to the KBC Grant Request Review Committee at: grantcommittee@kalamazoobicycleclub.org
Conditions for Applying for a Funding Grant from the Kalamazoo Bicycle Club

1. Project must be bicycling-related and consistent with the Kalamazoo Bicycle Club’s mission statement and club purpose, as stated here:  

KBC Mission / Club Purpose

The purpose of the Club shall be to promote bicycling; to encourage and facilitate touring, races, bicycle outings, and all forms of recreational bicycling activities; to defend and protect the rights of bicyclists; to secure a better understanding and recognition of the need for safer riding conditions; to encourage the allocation of facilities for bicycling on public lands; to cooperate with the public authorities in the observance of all traffic regulations; to provide an opportunity for members to socialize with others who have an interest in bicycling; and to recognize bicycles as vehicles used for pleasure, fitness and transportation. The Club may cooperate with other organizations with a similar goal and purpose.

2. To have a grant proposal considered, a Grant Form must be submitted to the KBC Grant Request Review Committee. Receipt acknowledgement of your proposal will be sent via return email, as will notification of approval or rejection of the grant request.

3. Grant applications received by the first of each month will be decided on prior to the next monthly KBC club meeting. 

4. Approved grants will be awarded during KBC’s monthly meetings, held at 7 PM on the second Tuesday of each month at the YMCA on Maple Street in Kalamazoo. A representative of the requesting organization must be present at the KBC monthly meeting in order to receive an approved grant.  

5. A brief presentation or a request for clarification about your project may be required by the Grant Request Review Committee before a grant request is approved. A clarification request could delay a decision on a grant. 

6. The KBC logo or mention of the Kalamazoo Bicycle Club must appear in all published materials – hard copy or electronic – and on any list of sponsors connected to the project.  
7. To help KBC track and gauge the success rate of grants, a Funded Project Report Form must be submitted to the Grant Request Review Committee within thirty days of the completion of the project or event. 

8. Any granted funds not used by the individual or organization for the project or activity must be returned to the Kalamazoo Bicycle Club. 

Instructions for Filling out the Kalamazoo Bicycle Club Grant Request Form

1. Copy the Grant Form into a word processing program and fill in answers for each question on the form. 

2. Save the document onto your computer and send it as an email attachment to grantcommittee@kalamazoobicycleclub.org. You will receive an immediate email receipt. 

3. If your grant proposal is approved, you will receive notification by email to appear at the next KBC club meeting to pick up the grant.
